Music on Sunday, July 31, begins at 9:45 a.m. with a gospel jazz service at the Evergreen Christian Church. The festival concludes Sunday at 6 p.m.
· EJF features the best in traditional jazz, which includes swing, blues, Dixieland and popular dance music of the first half of the 20th century.
